General Aspects -  
The above three wines are sourced from fruit grown in three distinct and quite different 
sub-regions within the Barossa Valley; 
Ebenezer 
This is an elegant and structured wine grown from 80 year old vines at the Lowke 
Vineyard at Ebenezer. The soil type is light sandy loam and the vines are caned pruned 
and hand-picked as they have for 3 generations. 
Greenock 
A rich and ripe fruit driven Barossan Shiraz grown in the rich fertile soils at the Matchoss 
vineyard at Greenock. 
Lyndoch 
This is a definitive Barossan Shiraz; big & bold with classical Shiraz characters and 
typical of the hard clay soils & old vines found at Lyndoch and the Semmler vineyard.
